The Argument Laid Out

The Counter Argument

• THEN you are a fool and all you have will be 

destroyed 



A Moral Argument 

• Jesus claims his teaching is morally right

• Jesus claims his teaching is the means of  salvation 

• Jesus claims to be God

Proverbs 1:7 (ESV)  
7  The fear of  the LORD is the beginning of  

knowledge; fools despise wisdom and instruction.  

Matthew 7:24 (ESV)  
24  “Everyone then who hears these words of  mine 
and does them will be like a wise man who built his

Wisdom… 

• …begins with the fear God 

• …has its middle in hearing the words of  Christ 

• …and ends in obedience 

• Allows a person to persevere in the time of  trial 

• Translates to salvation

46  “Why do you call me ‘Lord, Lord,’ and not do what I 

tell you?” 

Matthew 7:26 (ESV)  
26  And everyone who hears these words of  mine and 

does not do them will be like a foolish man who built his 
house on the sand.
